What is a Pipe Organ Encounter (POE)?
A POE is a summer program for teens who want to learn more about the pipe organ, organ music, and careers as musicians.

Who can participate?

A maximum of 30 young people, ages 13-19 (rising middle and high schoolers), who have piano proficiency at the level of a Bach 2-part Invention or other music of similar difficulty.  Previous organ study is not required.
How much will it cost?

Tuition is $400, and registration is open indefinitely.  The fee includes housing for 5 nights, all meals between Sunday dinner and Friday breakfast, materials, transportation to all events, and a one-year student membership in the AGO.
